His passion for child rights and safety extends to his service on 

the Henderson County Child Protection Team; as a North Carolina Foster and Adoptive Parent 



Association Educator and Peer Facilitator; and his work with Henderson County Balfour 

Alternative School as Adjunct Faculty for Teen Pregnancy Prevention, Adolescent Health and 

Life Skills.  At Balfour, Dr. Trani has recently facilitated a life skills training curriculum called 

Wise Guys specifically targeting adolescent males.  His dedication to health education is further 

demonstrated by his willingness to serve as a WNC Pediatrics Rotation Supervisor for Virginia 

College of Osteopathic Medicine, allowing monthly shadowing experiences for twelve interns 

during a given year.
